Chapter 15 Inert gas systems

2.2.1 Supply of inert gas

2.2.1.1 The inert gas supply may be treated flue gas from main or auxiliary
boilers. The Administration may accept systems using flue gases from one or
more separate gas generators or other sources or any combination thereof,
provided that an equivalent standard of safety is achieved. Such systems shall,
as far as practicable, comply with the requirements of this chapter. Systems
using stored carbon dioxide shall not be permitted unless the Administration
Is satisfied that the risk of ignition from generation of static electricity by the
system itself is minimized.
