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In 2012, armed robbers managed to take more than $3 million from an armored
truck company, Garda Logistics, in South Florida. During the investigation,
suspicions surfaced that the crime was actually an inside job. The investigators
were right. After years of digging, the FBI recently solved the case.
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Credit card skimming is a type of credit card theft where thieves use a small
device to steal credit card information in an otherwise legitimate credit or debit
card transaction. When a credit or debit card is swiped through a skimmer, the
device captures and stores all the details stored in the card’s magnetic stripe.
The stripe contains the credit card number, expiration date, and the credit card
holder’s full name. Thieves use the stolen data to make fraudulent charges
either online or with a counterfeit credit card.
